Template for making a GeoCache Container marking stencil

Instructions:

STEP 1:  Download Microsoft Word document file from http://gageocaching.tripod.com/

STEP 2:  Print out page 1. The stencil font is embedded in the document.  You can print on:

· Regular printer paper and laminate it before cutting out the letters, OR

· Heavy weight 110 pound cover stock, which will work without being laminated.  You printer may or may not do a good job of printing on this thick paper, but it doesn’t really matter one way or the other… as long as you can make out the outlines of the letters to cut them out, OR

· Clear plastic sheets sold for printing transparencies for overhead projectors.  Again, no lamination is necessary

STEP 3:  Use an X-acto knife to carefully cut out the letters.  Be sure NOT to cut through the narrow webs… they are what make the stencils work.

STEP 4:  If you used the heavy paper card stock without lamination, give the stencil area a good coat of spray paint to toughen it up.

STEP 5:  Clean any dirt or grease from the two sides of the metal ammo can.  Hand dishwashing soap works well for this.  Rinse and dry well.

STEP 6:  Lay the ammo can on its side on some newspaper (to catch overspray).  Position the stencil on the ammo can.  If the stencil sheet does not lie flat, use small magnets to hold it in place.

STEP 7:  Spray with your choice of exterior spray paint.  Immediately remove stencil to prevent sticking.  Allow the paint to completely dry.

STEP 8:  When the first side is completely dry, turn the can over and do the other side.
